CYFAR SCP Logic Model Worksheets 

The Logic Model Worksheets are provided to help you identify the anticipated results (short-term and long-term) for your program as well as indicators. You will also need to detail the data collection process; source of data, time of collection, and method of collection. Finally, you will also note the analysis you anticipate conducting.  Your analysis plan must be specific, and aligned with the design, results, and indicators you have specified.  For example, a time series analysis is appropriate if you are assessing youth at more than two time points and without a comparison or control group.  If you are introducing third factors into analyzing pre and post program scores, then analysis of the variance is a likely choice (allows you to examine a covariate such as program participation or gender).  

Completion of these worksheets will guide the entire data collection, analysis and reporting process over the course of the project.
Once you have the worksheets completed, you will have the information that you need to create your logic model using the Logic Model Form. This form must be completed and submitted as a PDF document along with your CYFAR SCP application through Grants.gov.
